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Kadima :  

The aim of the Kadima’party founded by Ariel Sharon is to have fixed,“permanent borders” of Israel by the end of its government tenure, thus before 2010; to establish them unilaterally  if no peace can be negotiated with the Palestinians. The renouncement of the Greater Israel is clear, the colonization  of the Palestinian 

territories is ratified. Kadima’s chief, Ehoud Olmert, wants to annex the bigger colonies (settlements) of the West Bank, an important part of East-Jerusalem and its suburbs, including the old city, and also to control the Jordan valley.

He also intends to maintain the security control axes in the West Bank.
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Avoda:

The Labor party favors substantial evacuation from the West Bank. In the name of the Israeli “consensus”, they would keep the Gush Etzion, a part of the East-Jerusalem’s occupied quarters and Maale Adumin, but without its current extension.

They would give up Ariel, which cuts into two parts the north of the West Bank.

Opposed to the unilateral strategy, they do not exclude it in absence of negotiation with the Palestinians. Then, they would like to complete the “Security Fence”, except in the eastern suburbs of Jerusalem, and would perpetuate the annexation of the Old City.

Likud :

The Likud Party is opposed to any new withdrawal which they consider as a “weakness sign”of Israel. Benyamin Netanyahu, its leader, has recently stated that “the Palestinian state is in Gaza”. In addition to the annexation of the colonies (settelements) and of the land sliced off by the construction of the “security fence”, the Likud supports fence completion on a new contour, even more anchored in the Palestinian territory, and the creation of a “buffer zone” forbidden to the Palestinians, running from North to South of the Jordan Border.

Ihud Leumi:

The Israeli extremist right-wing supports, with some overtones depending on its factions, the establishment of the Greater Israel. The list National-Union, national religious party (PNR) is lead by Benny Elon, supporter of  “transfer” of the Palestinians of the West Bank to Jordan. The Herut Party promises the return of the Israeli settlers to Gaza, and establishment of Jewish settlements all over the West Bank. He pleads a “national effort” to encourage the emigration of the Palestinians to Arab countries in order to preserve “Jewish majority “in the Great State of Israel.

Israel Beitenu

Avigdor Lieberman, leader of Israel Beitenu, displays the greatest originality. He proposes land “transfer” between Israel and the West Bank based on the ethnic origin of the inhabitants. He would annex the largest colonies and East-Jerusalem and would transfer to the future Palestinian state an area populated by Arab Israelis. Despite its unrealistic character, this proposition would not solve in any way the “demographic problem” invoked by the partisans of airtight separation between the Jews and Arabs. The area which they wish to transfer is inhabited by a small minority of the 1.2 millions of the Palestinian Israeli citizens.

Meretz-Yahad

The party of the Zionist left-wing supports the creation of a viable Palestinian state. Its program is based on the propositions elaborated by its leader Yossi Beilin and the Palestinian Yasser Abed Rabbo in the “Geneva pact” in 2003. This program proposes the evacuation of  96% of the West Bank, Israel would keep only the town of Maale Adumin, a part of Gush Etzion and some other small areas. East-Jerusalem (except the Jewish quarters built after 1967) and the Arab quarters of the Old City (with an agreement on the holy places) would be Palestinian. The annexed territories would be compensated by a land exchange.
